• Staff an information table at activity fairs or freshman orientation events on campus 

• Pumpkin carving 

• Bonfires 

• S’mores and/or hot dogs over campfire 

• Camping trip or retreat 

• Rake leaves and other yardwork for area seniors, church members, etc. 

• Go apple picking 

• Visit a corn maze 

• Participate in a trunk or treat event 

• Hike through the fall colors 

• Host a Reformation/Oktoberfest event 

Winter: 

• Ice skating  

• Toboggan/sledding 

• Snowman/ice carving competitions
